ARCHITECTURAL COMMITTEE CORNER

The spring walk though was recently completed. If you received aletter, again as mentioned on the website, the items that were cited
were done so in an effort to make you aware that some items on your home may need some maintenance. The |etters were not meant

as a criticism of the upkeep on your home, merely another set of eyes suggesting ways to make your house look just alittle bit better.

The community covenants state that the exterior of homes and lawns are to be well maintained. This covenant was put in place so as
to keep up the curb appeal of the neighborhood and make it standout among other neighborhoods.

If you receive aletter, we ask that you respond within one week as to your plansto fix the issue. THISDOES NOT MEAN YOU
HAVE TO FIX IT IN ONE WEEK. The response is merely an acknowledgement of the letter and your plan to address the problem.

Some of the most common issues noted include

BROOKSTONE

e Theaccumulation of algae on the scallop detail usually over the garage — one potential solution can be found on linein the
fall 2007 newsletter

e Ongoing need to grout and paint the rough cut wood trim surrounding the windows and chimney. If the chimney areais
allowed to leak the underlying wood disintegrates — The committee found the repairs to be approximately $1,500.

e Similarly abeam over the garage can have the same problem and the cost to tear off and repair isalso around $1,500.

e Mailbox — rusted mailbox or incorrect lettering. Also broken posts or incorrect color. See further in this newd etter for
options.

FIELDSTONE
o Aged yellow plastic on the sidelights of the front door which makes it important to prep and paint to match the house trim

The committee is planning sometime in the late spring/ early summer to review the neighborhood’ s lawns to make sure they are being
kept green and (relatively) free of weeds as per covenant requirement.

MAILBOXES

Two mailbox styles comprise the standard within
TCHOA per the original development design for
the neighbor hood.

Fieldstone

The mailbox standard for Fieldstone is brown with
tan lettering on a natural wood post. TCHOA
contracts with Address Art for mailboxes and
mailbox posts. The price for our community is $66
plus tax and $15 for instalation. You can also
contact Joe Peeler at 255-2500 for post installation.
Handpainted addresses, applied reflective adhesive
numerals and mailbox colors other than the original
brown should be replaced to match the original intent

of the neighborhood.

Brookstone

The mailbox standard for Brookstone is; white metal
mailbox on green wood post. The mailbox posts were
painted a standard green throughout the community
about two years ago and new installations should
match that color. Addresses are dark green vinyl




applied directly to the mailbox and the style can be matched by local sign shops. Next Day Signs, 5224 W. 86th Street (875-7446) has
produced good results for several homeowners. If your mailbox is rusted, dented, or needs replacing, white metal mailboxes can be
purchased at Lowes for around $12, and wooden posts at $20. By taking your old mailbox to the sign shop, they will match the color,
size and font aswell as apply 4 numeralsin green vinyl for under $10.

TWINCREEKS STAY Fit: Three Nearby Fitness Walks

With warmer weather comes the opportunity to get out and get some exercise. Here are three nearby fitness courses you can take for
an after dinner family walk or for a more serious weekend jog.
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1. Robin Run Village L oop 1.45 miles

The 1.45 mile walking trail around Robin Run Village takes you through the woods by the Coan-L ea Cabin, the tennis courts, by Pike
High School, along 62nd street and through the recreational vehicle parking lot. Thetrail isfully paved with part of it being on the
sidewalk along Robin Run West Drive. Twin Creeks residents are welcome by Robin Run Village to use the trail. There are numerous
ways to shorten your walk if you are not up to the full 1.45 mile length.

Y ou can access the trail through the Brookstone/Fieldstone playground by Robin Run Creek or via the common area and pond access
points behind Brookstone Way and Stonecreek Drive. However, please respect private property. There is no public access to the
Robin Run Village trail between any homes in Brookstone.
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2. Northwestway Park Loop 1.58 miles

For alonger walk or more serious run the paved trail around Northwestway Park takes you by the soccer fields, around the prairie
restoration area and by the natural woods. By using the cut off you can shorten your route to about one mile. Watch out for the disk
golf players. The Northwestway Disk Golf Courseis nationally recognized and in use frequently.

3. Brookstone Loop 0.73 miles
For some light exercise right in the neighborhood you can walk the three-quarter mile Brookstone Loop along sidewalks along Bird
Branch, Creeks Crossing, Brookstone Way, and Twin Creeks Drive.
